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We supply you with two glass bottles, two metal covers, and one metal fake.
The fake fits inside of one of the covers and is the same length as the cover.

A label 1s attached to each end of the fake, as well as on both bottles.

In performing, YOU always use the cover with the fake, and the spectator uses
the unprepared one.

EFFECT: The performer invites a spectator up to assist him. Each of them
takes a bottle and a cover. You have the fake, with the cover and bottle. The
spectator is then instructed to do exactly as the magician does. Each of them
places a cover over their bottle. Holding a hand at each end of the covers,
they are reversed end for end, first to the right then to the left. When

the covers are raised, the performers bottle 1s always upright, while the
spectators 1s always up51de down !! This may be repeated as mant times as des-

1red. The performer then excuses his assistant, stating that sometimes magic
1s very confusing.

As a climax, the performer raises his cover showing his bottle to be upright.
The cover 1s lowered, and IMMEDIATELY raised and his bottle has turned up81de“
down, guicker than the audience can say "Blackstone".

METHOD: As stated above, the inside fake you use is labeled in the same mann-

er as the bottles. When you want to 1lift both the cover and the fake, grasp
them at the top, so that the forfinger goes inside, and the thumb goes on the
outside. When you want to lift the cover only, grasp the cover from the outside.

ROUTINE: During thehroutine, the spectator 1s instructed to follow your moves.
You place your bottle on the palm of one hand in an upright position. The

cover 1s then placed over the bottle. You then place your free hand on top of
the cover. The outfit is then turned end for end to the left,and then back to
‘the right. Then its turned back to the left once again. At this point,your
bottle 1s really in an upsidedown position. Lift the cover part way up leav-

ing the fake over the bottle and it appears then to be upright. When the
person a551st1ng you lifts his, IT'S UPSIDE DOWN. '

Have him turn his bottle over so that it is the same as yours (?). Agaln drop

the covers down, and repeat again as above. This time yours will actually be
upright. His will be inverted. Therefore, you can li1ft yours all the way off,

taking -the fake with the cover and again his is upsidedown. Repeat once more,
where yours 1is apparently upright, really reversed but the fake will make it
appear to be upright. '

Excuse the helper, and show your bottle apparently upright, by lifting the
cover up part way. Drop 1t down and right back up and off, taking the fake

with the cover and the bottle has apparently turned over, in a fraction of a
second, or quicker than the audience can say "Blackstone".
