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"ANUFACTURED AND RELEASED

We sﬁpply a handsomely made box with doors in the front, and a breakapart
block that 'vanishes' in the box

Note that the block is held together by dowels and thesé should be lined
up for maximum holding power. Take care that they can be easily sep-
erated.

To start have a yellow silk in one of the compartments of the box proper,
both doors in the closed position, the block on your table and a wand
nearby.

You can pick up the block by the center section and hold it, the dowels
will hold it together. Bang it on the table to show solidity. With the
front of the box facing the audience, open the top door and insert the
block breaking it apart as you do so. When you do this, you will have to
experiment with the best way for you to break the block down to fit in
the box as this must be done quickly and without any apparent hesitation.

With the block in and the top door closed, say that you will take your

wand and penetrate the block, showing the holes in the-sides of the box.
Insert the wand into the hole and on thru the box penetrating the blockT——-
“Many people don't believe that the block is actually penetrated. And---
---that's right, it has dissappeared" As you say this, hold the box so that
one door is open showing the interior of the box on one side. Now if you
wish you can do a sliding die box bit where you show first one side then
the other, by letting the doors open one at a time. That is alternately
open one door and then the other.

In the end set them see the whole interior of the box by opening the second
door.

Regarding the silk in the compartment of the box, you can say t@at the
block has changed to a silk as your wand goes thru the box it will push the
s1lk out the far hole.

Do not at any time show the rear of the box as the il}usion of no space
at the top is destroyed by showing the rear as there is really no need
te do 5o
