inside of each one. There is a hole in each cylinder at the rear bottom.
This makes it possible to pick up the cylinder and carry the glass along
with it, or leave the glass on the table, as desired. With this

arrangement, you can show the cylinder empty from the unfaked end, even
when 1t contains the glass. |

The cylinders are made to take a Seven Up bottle on the inside. +
Since bottles vary slightly in size, get two that fit properly -
and carry them with you. You may have to use a small coke +
bottle or a emall Club Selda bottles +
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What ever type of bottie you use, it should fit down inside
S0 that its neck is out of sight below the rim of the cylinder.
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o Prepare: Have a bottle in cylinder #1 and a glass in both

cylinders. The other bottle can be in your hip pocket, or any place
where it can be produced during the routine.

Routine: Reach into #1, pull out the bottle and show it.
Lift #2 and show the glass under it. At this point, on the table in
full view are a glass and a bottle. Show both cylinders empty. Replace
the cylinders on the table. #2 covers the glass, and the bottle is
placed down into #1. HI PRESTO! Lift #1 and show the glass instead of
the bottle. LZft #2 and show the glass gone. Produce the missing
bottle from the pocket. Place the bottle in #2 and cover the glass with
#l. HI PRESTO. Remove the bottle from #1 and show the glass under #2.
In this manner you pass the bottle and glass back and forth a few times.

Finale: Mention that when you were performing this trick
the other day, someone stole the bottle. As you say this, remove the

bottle from, say, #1 and toss it away out of sight. Show the glass ———
under #2:. —HI-PRESTOI—The bottle is now in #2 and the blass is in #1.

Again you have one glass, one bottle, and two empty tubes as at the start.
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
